Written as a ‘hobby project’ entirely in PHP and MySQL, the site has been designed and optimized for speed and scalability, and is the fastest and most reliable photo-sharing site currently available.

I was solely responsible for the design and development of this site.

NOTE: In July 2005 Fotothing was acquired by ADVFN plc, and I spent 3 months working there integrating the site into their existing set up and developing the features further. Fotothing is now one of the largest and most fully featured photo sharing sites in the world. Changes have recently been made to the design of the site that I am not responsible for.

The demo uses AJAX technology with PHP and MySQL to show a range of information on the map, including live travel news, Flickr photos, UK speed cameras and more.

The system consumes and produces GeoRSS internally, allowing any well-formed remote feed to be plotted on the map, and for the points to be plotted on other map systems such as Yahoo! Maps and Google Earth.
